How to Form Random Groups
Pairs:
· matching activities (idioms/jokes/quotes/compound words etc. cut into halves; questions & answers, terms & definitions, words & translations, historic dates & events, countries & capitals; famous couples)
· let a class of e.g. 30 students count twice up to 15; same numbers go together
· pictures torn apart
· let students pull strings at opposing ends
Larger groups
· go randomly together with a group of two
· if e.g. you have a class of 34 and want groups of four, let them count up to six
· by lot: distribute symbols, sweets, examples of word classes, etc. of the same kind
· work sheets are labelled on the reverse (■▲●)
· jigsaw pieces
· (very similar) pictures cut into pieces
· pack of cards (♠♣♥♦)
· poems cut into pieces
· words that rhyme
